The Board
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Dynamic MX-18 (ours has 18 channels, unlike this one, which only has 12)
KPFZ uses an 18 channel mixing board.  The purpose of any mixing board is to accept audio input and assign it to other places along the audio path (to the transmitter, to recording devices, to monitoring).

What is a channel?  A discrete audio pathway
The first four channels are low-level mic channels and are in MONO, and include pre-amps.
The last 14 channels are line-level in STEREO, and will accept any line-level source.

Channel break-down
1-4 Mics (MONO only)
5-6 Phone lines (Even though Stereo channels we use phones in MONO mode, splitting the signal to both stereo channels, and activating  Mix-Minus)
7-8 CD Players (Stereo)
9 – Ipod, smart phone, laptop, any other computer mini-plug input (Stereo)
10--12 – Tape players (Stereo)
13- Mini Disc (Stereo)
14-15 Turntables (Stereo)
15 – A line-level, stereo input (but we can use it as mono also) that we use for various purposes.  For instance – this is where we plug in the Blue Box for a remote (mono).  We can also use an external mixer in this input and broadcast live music in stereo (which is much preferable to using the board’s mono mic channels).

16 – CD Player 3 (Stereo)

17 – CPU input/playback (Stereo)
18 – Not currently in use (but channel strip is set up for a second CPU.
